Avon Seedlings Program Description  
The Avon Seedlings Preschool Program is an all-day experience designed for children that are three to five years 
old.  To be eligible the child must be three years old by March 1, 2011.  Children must be potty-trained prior to the 
first school day.  The program will be housed at White Oak Elementary and be in session 185 days, mirroring the 
A.C.S.C teacher contract calendar.   The program is comprised of a half-day academic preschool, half-day 
ŎƘƛƭŘŎŀǊŜκǇŜŜǊ ŦǊƛŜƴŘΩǎ ƳƻŘŜƭ which allows for both academic and social components to be incorporated into the 
ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ŘŀȅΦ The program is available to the first twenty-eight registrants filled on a first-come, first-served basis. 
  
Program Costs 
Included in the cost of the program is a $150 nonrefundable fee due at the time of registration.  $125 applies to 
the cost of the program and $25 is the annual consumable fee.  There is no credit given for days not used during 
the school year.  The payment schedule is over a ten month period from August to May. Two equal payments will 
be due on the 1st and 15th of each month.  The program cost is represented in the chart below:
